RESTORATIVE JUSTICE
Bishop Carl Mengeling recently wrote a letter to all of the Department of 
Corrections Catholic inmates in the diocese inviting them to attend services 
and renew their faith over the Easter season.  His letter was sent to over 
one thousand Catholics in the diocese who are currently serving sentences 
in the state system.  Many more are confined to the county jails and youth 
facilities.  His letter has generated many responses that reflect a hunger for 
spiritual nourishment among that population.  Many wrote of their desire 
to live the Gospel truths and grow in the love of the Lord.  Others wrote 
of their need for volunteers who would share the Word of God with them.  
One woman wrote that she is “sad that few or no Catholic volunteers are 
willing to sacrifice a few hours of their time for me.”  She asks that he find 
“volunteers who are willing to offer their time each week to minister to my 
soul as well as my fellow inmates.”  She concludes her letter with Matthew

Two of the programs with a religious focus are Deaf Youth Leadership 
Week, July 20 - 25, and Religious ASL Week, July 27 - August 1.
